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BN Primary Care Clinic Opens at Agency

After more than two years in the planning, Community Support Services, Inc. began offering primary care
services in November to clients who receive psychiatric services at the agency. Through a generous dona-
tion from the Margaret Clark Morgan Foundation, the agency was able to renovate existing space to create
four examination rooms, a pharmacy and other improvements. Klein’s Pharmacy will be opening a full
service pharmacy in December.

Primary care services are being provided by Nykolai Pidhorodeckyj, MD and Gregory Knapik, PhD., Nurse
Practitioner. Dr. Nyk is a physician with Summa Physicians Inc. and Dr. Knapik is an instructor with the
University of Akron, School of Nursing-Advance Practice Nursing Program.

The primary care clinic and pharmacy project is a partnership between Community Support Services, Inc.,
NEOUCOM, NEOUCOP, the University of Akron-School of Nursing, Summa Physicians Inc., Klein’s
Pharmacy, the Summit County ADM Board and the Ohio Department of Mental Health.

The goals of the clinic and pharmacy are to:
